ELIGIBILITY:
Nominees must have demonstrated academic excellence in research or instruction, have a minimum accumulation of 18 credit hours or more, be enrolled within the current spring semester and actively engaged in their thesis or dissertation research (for Excellence in Research awards) or actively engaged in providing instruction (for Excellence in Instruction awards).  Not every program is expected to have a single nominee within each of the two categories. 

PROCESS:  
[bookmark: _GoBack]Graduate Program Directors shall solicit nominations within their programs, review the nominations and identify the most appropriate candidates for consideration within each category:  Excellence in Research or Excellence in Instruction.  Program Directors should then complete the information below for each nominee, one from each category, and submit this information to the College of Graduate Studies for review by an ad hoc committee composed by the College of Graduate Studies.  A single letter of support may be included, but is not required.  The nominee will be contacted and asked to submit materials (CV and 2 page narrative) to support their nomination.
